Updating Canadian Vehicle Specifications (CVS) with new/modified data files

CVS is located on \\ncrgrp302\brock\apps\winspecs (p:\apps\winspecs)

The only update files needed are the Comma Separated Variable (.csv) files.  The Access (.mdb) and dBase (.dbf) files may have also been included because of current contract requirements.  Copy them to a secure flash drive if you wish to keep them.   
   
Rename the .csv files to speyyyy.cvs (yyyy is the vehicle year)

Copy the speyyyy.cvs files to p:\apps\winspecs

Run the program p:\apps\winspecs\ConvertCVS.exe

Double click on the new or updated years to convert the data.  Any files that were not updated don't need to be re-converted.

If an older .dbf file exists for the same year as a .cvs file, delete the .dbf file.    The system should only have 1 “spe” data file per year with .cvs being the most current.  It should also have 1 “sp” text file per year.

Edit Version.txt using Notepad (not Word) and add a line for the new version.  Ensure the version number is in the top left corner.



Create the Zip file for distribution

Select all files in p:\apps\winspecs (Don't select the subfolders)

Right click and select Quick Compress->Create Zip File.  Name the file cvsyyyyV.zip V=version number.  Start with 1 and there may be several updated versions each year.

Move the zip file to the Distribution folder, and move the previous one to the Old Versions folder.

Unzip the new distribution file to a folder on your C: drive and test the system.



Winspecs Program Development

The development system is on the standalone HP 6445b in c:\winspecs\Program Development.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A backup (should be the same) is at: p:\apps\winspecs\Program Development.

It’s developed in Visual Basic 5.0.   The starting program is winspecs.vbp.  The startup form is f_specs.frm.

The Program for converting the .csv files to text files is in the subfolder Windows-Convert and the starting program is convert.vbp.  The startup form is f_specs.frm (Not the same as the winspecs program.  It was used as a template and the form name was never changed)
